Smoking is permitted in: 1) Cigar bars that meet specific
requirements; 2) Tobacco specialty shops that meet
specific requirements; 3) Private offices where only one
person is the employee; and 4) Gaming floors of
Detroit's casinos.

State Education Board Preparing
Mental Health Policy

With increasing attention being given to the importance of
student’s overall wellbeing and its impact on their ability to
learn, the Department of Education has presented the State
Board of Education a first draft of its proposed policy on
mental health in schools. The policy recommends that each
Michigan school and district establish socially and emotionally
healthy schools by focusing on prevention, early intervention
and treatment. Schools would also approve a mental health
policy and a protocol that specifically spells out how students
will be identified and assessed for mental health services.
Schools should establish an arrangement for an on-site men-
tal health provider to deliver mental health treatment ser-
vices, according to the draft. Kyle Guerrant, coordinator of
the MDE Health and Safety Program, said the department
would also be providing a Web-based toolkit to give schools
options on how to help students. An additional part of the
policy focuses on how parents can become engaged both in
the school and at home.

On the weekend of June 2-4, 2009, twenty law enforcement
agencies from Macomb County, Wayne County Sheriff
department and the Detroit Police Department conducted

what they calll AOperati on
departments conducted drug raids on Detroit reputed drug
houses and arrested 114 people. Interestingly enough 776
arrested were from Macomb County and 38 were from
Wayne County.

The drugs confiscated were as follows : Heroin, 89 grams;
Crack Cocaine, 27 grams; Cocaine, 38 grams; Marijuana,
240 grams; Vicodins, 236 pills and Xanax, 29 pills.

Even more interesting, is the list of communities where
those arrested reside: Harrison Township and Eastpointe,
each with 6 arrests, have the second highest number of
arrests behind Warren with 14 arrests. Fraser, a
community that has been very upfront about their concern
with heroin use, had 2 arrests. Almost all communities had
at least one arrest. This data is not meant to single out any
one community; only to point out that drug use is in all of
our backyards. It is not just across Eight Mile Road.
