Drugged Driving 
While traffic deaths resulting from alcohol decreased in 2009, 

data from the Michigan Office of Highway Safety Planning  

(OHSP) report that the use of drugs is playing a larger role in 

traffic crashes and injuries.  A change in Michigan law in 2003, 

makes driving with any trace of drugs such as heroin,  

marijuana or cocaine in a personõs system a crime.  In  

response to the change, testing for these substances has 

more than doubled over the past five years.  Perhaps, this 

increased activity accounts for some of the reported increase 

in use.  The 2009 OHSP report says that 45,893 drivers were 

convicted of operating under the influence of liquor or  

impaired driving.  Does the information that almost 

46,000 drivers were convicted of impaired driving,    

coupled with the fact that many more drivers were 

not caught, make you want to strap your baby into a 

car seat and go for a Sunday Drive?  Keep in mind 

that many drivers that are convicted  return to the 

roadé.and may continue to use and drive! 

Healthy Babies 
Because research confirms that smoking while pregnant 

is bad for babies, the new Health Reform Law will     

require Medicaid to cover tobacco cessation services 

for pregnant women.  
 

 

Increased Use 
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 2009     

report confirms that there are several areas where Michigan 

youth exceed the countryõs average in drug behaviors.  These 

areas include: 

Ever sniffed glue, breathed the contents of aerosol spray 

cans, or inhaled any paint or sprays to get high one or 

more times. 

Ever used heroin one or more times 

Ever used a needle to inject any illegal 

drug into their body one or more 

times 

Offered, sold, or given an illegal drug 

by someone on school property 

Legal 'Potpourri' Being Used  

As Drug 
Substance Is Legally Marketed As A Potpourri  

LAKE ORION, Mich. - Parents in Lake Orion are getting  

letters from their local police department warning them 

about a new and dangerous drug, which is completely legal.  

It is synthetic form of marijuana and is called K2.  The  

substance is marketed as a potpourri and can be found in 

local stores.  K2 is also known as Spice, Genie or Fire and Ice 

and is 10 times more potent than marijuana. When inhaled, 

the effect is instant, intense and potentially lethal.  Police 

point out that since the substance is legal and is not a  

tobacco, it can be sold to someone as young as 10 years old.
